For much of our nation’s history, owning a home has been one of the clearest paths to stability, 

independence, and wealth for American families.

The bill also importantly recognizes that housing policy should not only focus on building new 

homes, but also on preserving the homes where families already live. Across the country, many 

families reside in older homes that require repairs they simply cannot afford. Programs that 

support rehabilitation and maintenance will help ensure that these homes remain safe and 

livable, allowing families to remain in place rather than being forced to move or abandon their 

beloved homes. Another important element of this legislation is its attention to housing 

counseling and financial education. Purchasing a home is often the largest financial decision a 

family will make. Ensuring that prospective homeowners have access to reliable guidance can 

help them make sound choices, avoid harmful lending practices, and pursue homeownership in 

a responsible and sustainable way.
